The traffic volumes shown on this map represent estimates of the Annual Average Dally Traffic
(AADT) for the year ending June 30,/993. These AADT*s are derlved from primarily 24-hour
traffic volumes recorded with portable, cumulative trarffic counters. These short-perlod counts are

ad Justed Tor day-of-week and seasonal variations uslng data from 97 continuous Automatic Traffic
Recorders (ATR's). An axle correctlon factor has also been applied to each short-perfod count.

Actual AADT’s recorded at ATR sltes are printed In bold on the map. A minimal amount of
smoothing has been applled where large unexplainable changes In traffic volume were observed.
The smoothing was accomplished using current ad Jacent counts and  historical counts at the location
In question.

Heavy commerclal AADT“s were establlshed from 24 or 48 hour visual or machine vehlcle
classlflcation counts. These count locatlons are Indlcated by a check mark on the map. Heavy
commerclal AADT”s for dther locatlons are estlmated from nearby counts on the same route or on
other routes Judged to have the same or simiiar trafflc characterlstlcs.
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
