- Winter blizzards are as infrequent as severe spring storms, but they

‘do occur. Emergency Preparedness’ best advice is, “Be prepared.”

“Carry a winter supply kit in the trunk.
Heed weather forecasts and storm advisories. If a trip is necessary
during a snow storm keep the gas tank at least half full. Tell someone
- your travel schedule, and report your progress.
. Seek shelter before the storm becomes too severe, but if you
- become stalled, stay in your vehicle. Use your winter kit; run motor
and heater sparingly; keep fresh air in the car; exercise arms and
“legs; check to be sure car's exhaust pipe is free of snow. Stay awake,
and don't panic. Someone will be along.
